TO BE RETAINED BY THE PATIENT

PLEASE NOTE THAT WE REQUIRE AT LEAST 4 WEEKS NOTICE OF YOUR TRAVEL REQUIREMENTS  - travel vaccinations are not core NHS work and cannot take priority over normal appointments. 

Please complete the accompanying form with as much information as possible, as this will enable our Practice Nurses to decide which vaccinations you require. After completing the form, please return it to reception as soon as possible. The Practice Nurse or Reception will subsequently contact you to arrange an appointment.

· Vaccinations usually need to be given at least one month, but preferably at least two months prior to your travel.

· Hepatitis B vaccines are usually given over a six-month period but can be given over two months in special circumstances.

· Vaccinations often need to be given in different sites (parts) of your body. Therefore, if you require several vaccinations, it may not always be possible to give them on the same day.

· Any vaccinations that we do not hold in stock will need to be ordered in advance. We will inform you if you require any of these vaccinations because there will be a charge, as set out below, for each course which may be payable in advance of the order AND irrespective of whether you default on any subsequent appointments. (Please allow 48 hours from the time of payment until we have ordered and received the relevant vaccines via our dispensary).

· Not all vaccines administered nor treatments nor advice given are available free of charge on the NHS. Any payment must be made to the Nurse at the time of the your vaccination(s).
